Happy summer to each of you!  I pray this finds your children and family doing well, enjoying all that summer has to 
offer: vacations, stay-cations, reunions, and time to connect as a family and with friends.   

 

I recently had the chance to watch a group of children in THE ZONE summer program at Prince of Peace work together 
on a puzzle.  They quickly dumped the pieces out, made sure they were all face up, and began pooling all the corner and 

outside pieces.  They worked together intently to assemble the border of the puzzle.  Once done with the border they 

congratulated themselves on their accomplishment and began the more difficult task of completing the inside.  “That 
doesn’t go like that.” I heard one say.  “This one first.” said another.  “This is harder than I thought it would be.”  I left 

and returned about an hour later to see the finished puzzle.  I congratulated one of the children saying “Great job - you did 

it!”  He replied, “It was hard but we worked together.”   Life lessons inside a puzzle box with lots of pieces - how do you 

put it together to make a beautiful picture? 
 

I shared this story because over the last several years we, too, have been putting together a puzzle as a school family.  We 

have established the borders:  academic excellence, developing and equipping disciples and leaders, creating opportunities 
to build relationships through arts and athletics in a safe, nurturing family community.  We began placing the pieces in the 

middle: caring and committed teachers, staff and coaches; emphasis on 21
st
 century skills and technology; curriculum 

refinement and alignment; new facilities to care for our youngest; and facilities allowing gifts to be explored and shared 
with our community in arts and athletics.  We will continue placing the puzzle pieces this year as our new 5-year strategic 

plan is shared, further developed and adopted in the spring, leading to our re-accreditation visit a year from now.  I 

continue to invite your active presence and participation in this continued puzzle building process.  I believe that, just like 

the children in THE ZONE, we will be able to complete the puzzle, and also share, “It was hard but we worked together.” 
 

I am seeking to better capture and share stories of our school, and how we make a difference in the lives of your children 

and family.  I have asked our Principals and will also ask our teachers to help me capture several stories each month 
where we see God working and moving in our school community.  Your story may be significant or small, but each is 

important and a piece of the puzzle.  My desire is to be able to share some of those stories as I visit with prospective 

families.  I will share these with you through the Eagle Express and Headmaster E-letters, use them as our parent and 

student testimonials on the web site, and work with some of our middle and high school students in creating 60 second 
videos to share with our Prince of Peace Community.  I am asking, “What’s your story?  Will you share it with me?”

Hello Future Sixth Graders!   

We are so excited to welcome you to Middle School and hope that you are excited about joining us!  

Hopefully your summer will be wonderful and relaxing; maybe you will be traveling.  We hope you are ready 

for a great year with many opportunities to grow, change, and explore new ideas through all your studies, 

especially Literature.   

To help you prepare, we are asking that you spend part of your summer reading and taking in some great 

literature!  There are so many wonderful books and topics to explore and much of the choices will be up to you 

as to what you read.  There will be a very simple and easy to complete form for each of the three books you 

choose.  (This is called “summer reading,” so don’t neglect your end of the year school responsibilities by 

starting too soon!) 

First, choose a book from each of the following genres or topics:  1) realistic fiction, 2) Biblical, 

mythological, legend, or fantasy, and 3) biography.  If you do not find a book on this that you think you would 

enjoy, please email us as soon as possible with a choice of your own (this is only for the realistic fiction, 

mythological, legend, or fantasy sections.)  It must be the appropriate reading level and also must fit into the 

genre or topic.  All books, whether from our list or of your own choosing, must be books that you have not read 

before.  Expand your mind and horizons with new literature!  For questions, our email addresses will be 

included at the end of this letter.  All new choices must be made and approved by the middle of July. 

Once you have chosen your books, enjoy reading them!  Lie around by the pool or at the beach, stay 

awake late into the night with a flashlight, bring them along on your family vacation and really become lost in 

them!  Some of the books on the list may have ideas or topics that can be difficult to read about.  Allow God to 

give you this opportunity to grow as a Christian by thinking about ways you could respond in the same 

situations. 

 Next, print out and complete a separate form for each book.  You are not being required to create a 

project or come up with a presentation for the first week of school.  Just answer the questions, fill in the blanks, 

and share your opinions of the literature you read.  Cursive usually is easier to read than print – just a hint!   

There is also a sample form for you to look over!!! 

Finally, have your completed forms ready to turn in on the first day of school.  Don’t worry, it will be 

crazy and you will be nervous and excited, so if you forget them the first day, just bring them the second day.  

Try to avoid waiting until the night before to complete the work; trust us - you and your parents will appreciate 

this! 

If you have any questions, please don’t hesitate to email one of us, and we will do our best to respond as 

soon as possible.  We are hoping to do a little traveling too, so if we don’t respond right away just wait 

patiently.

Dear Prince of Peace Christian School Parents: 
 

We are pleased, once again, to be serving Prince of Peace Christian School for the 2010-2011 school year.  In addition to 

providing wholesome and nutritious meals, we feel the education of good nutrition and eating habits are also very important.  In 

response to this need, we will be introducing new signage and other ways to communicate good nutrition in the cafeteria and 

help your children make more informed and nutritious choices.  We greatly appreciate your sincere interest in the development 

of your childrenõs school lunch program. 
 

1. All children will have a lunch account and will be provided a lunch card at the beginning of the year.  If you do not want your 

child to charge items, please let us know and we will make your account òcash onlyó.  Otherwise, you are responsible for 

your childõs purchases.  If you have a negative balance from last year, your child will not be allowed to charge any item until 

your childõs lunch account is made current.  Your child may use cash if you desire (except for Pre-orders).  There will be no 

credit extended.  You must maintain a positive balance at all times.  If at any time a childõs account is negative they will be 

offered a sack lunch only. 

2. We use a declining balance system for the students to purchase lunch and snacks, and drinks ð much like a debit card. 

This means that parents should deposit $50.00 per child into the childõs or familyõs account or supply us with a credit card 

authorization form.  Any positive or negative balances from previous years will be carried over into this yearõs account.  

Again, if you have a negative balance, your child will not be allowed to purchase until the account is made current. 

This year we will be notifying parents of low balances in either of two ways.  We can email a low balance notice or print a 

weekly low balance notice that is then handed to your child by the school staff.  Please let us know which method you 

prefer.
